1- OBJECTIVEOFTHESCHEME 
 
(i)   The Scheme provides financial assistance to students selected for pursuing higher 

studies abroad in specified subjects at the undergraduate level,   Masters's 
level, and for Ph.D. and Post- Doctoral research programs. 
 

(ii)   For Bachelor level courses only subjects related to Humanities will be  
  considered under the Scheme. 
 

(iii)   There will be 200 students getting the award under this Scheme.Sixty awards (30%) 
are earmarked for girls.

3- DURATION OF AWARD WITH FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE 
 

 

(1)  The Scheme shall provide the prescribed financial assistance till completion of the 
course/research or the following period, whichever is earlier:- 

 

A- Post-Doctoral Research-1year 
B- Ph.D.-3years(three years) 
C- Master'sDegree—1 or 2years depending upon the duration of the Course.

2- Those employed in any sector are not eligible for the Scholarship. 
 

5-  AGE 
 

   (1)  Below 35 years, as on the first day of July of the relevant year of the award. 

 (2) The candidate must provide the domicile certificate of Rajasthan. 
 
6-  INCOME CEILING 

 
(1) Total family income from all sources of the candidate shouldnot exceed Rs. 8.00 
lakh per annum. A copy of the latest tax assessment also is enclosed in the 
application. 
(2) If the seats are not filled within the given period underclause 1 of the income 
ceiling, then candidates whose family income exceeds Rs. 8.00 Lac per annum will 
also be considered. 

7-  ONE CHILD IN A FAMILY AND  ONE TIME AWARD 
 

(1) No more than one child of the same parents/guardians will be eligible, and to this 
effect, the candidate will require self-certification. 

(2) An individual can be given the award only once and cannot be considered for a 
second or subsequent time. 

 

8- VALUE OF THE SCHOLARSHIP 
 

(I) Annual Maintenance Allowance 
 

 The Annual maintenance allowance of 10,00,000/- Rupees for all levels of 
courses covered under the Scheme. 
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   (II) Annual Contingency and Equipment Allowance 

 
 The Annual Contingency and Equipment Allowance for books/essential 

apparatus/study tour/typing and thesis binding will be rupees 1,00,000 will be 
provided. 

        (III) Visa Fees 
 
 Actual visa fees in Indian Rupees will be paid. 

 

         (IV) Tuition Fees 
 

  
 Tuition fees as per actual will be admissible. However, if the awardee gets any other 

financial assistance/scholarship in any form from the university/ institution, the same 
will be deducted from the sanctioned amount. 

 
             (V)Medical Insurance Premium 

 

 Actual as charged will be admissible. 
 

   (VI) Cost of Air Passage 
 

 Airfare with economy class for the shortest route from India to the destination and back to 
 India will be permissible.  

  (VII) Revision  of Rates 
 

 All the awardees already under going studies abroad would also be eligible to 
receive the revised rates as approved in the Scheme and its modified form with 
future effect. 

 

   (VIII)  Mode of Disbursement 
 

 The Government of Rajasthan will decide the mode of disbursement of above 
listed financial assistance.  

   

9- FURNISHING OF FALSE INFORMATION 
 
 Suppose any candidate has furnished any false information/document and is 
established as wrong. In that case, they shall be debarred from the award. If they have 
availed of it, they will initiate action to recover the amount spent with 12% compound 
interest thereon. 
 

Such candidates will be delisted for the future. 
 

10- DEFAULT UNDER THE SCHEME 
 

I. In case a candidate pursuing studies abroad violates any of the terms and conditions of 
the Scheme, and that the educational institution/ university intimates the Government 
of Rajasthan about their adverse reports on studies and conducts and that the 
candidate leaves for any other country or absconds or joins any other university or 
course/program or/and returns to India without intimating the Government of 
Rajasthan, they shall be declared a defaulter.  
 

II. They shall be liable to refund the entire amount spent on them along with interest @ 
12 % per annum or such rate as may be fixed from time to time by the 
Government of Rajasthan. If an awardee fails to repay the amount within six months 
from the date demand for such refund is made, penal interest at the rate 2.5% higher 
than the rate above interest on the outstanding amount would be charged. Suppose the 
awardee fails to repay such amount along with interest thereon in the manner decided 
by the Government of Rajasthan. In that case, their sureties who have executed bonds 
shall be liable to pay the entire amount failing. The District Collector of the concerned 
district shall realize the amount as arrears of land revenue.

13- RELAXATION OF ANYCLAUSE OF THE SCHEME 

 
  There is no clause in this Scheme under which relaxation of any of the 
 norms for selecting the candidates can be considered 
. 
  However, this department, if necessary, in consultation with other 

Departments/ Agencies,shall take decisions on such issues concerning awardees as 
may arise from circumstances which are unforeseeable and, thus, not covered under 
this written Scheme and such decisions of the Government shall be final and 
bindingon the awardees. 

 
14 - LITIGATION 

 
  Any litigation on matters arising out of this Scheme will be subject to the  sole 
jurisdiction of the courts situated in Rajasthan.

OTHER MANDATORY CONDITIONS FOR SCHOLARSHIPS UNDER 
THE RAJIV GANDHI SCHOLARSHIP FOR ACADEMIC EXCELLENCE (RGS) 

 

I. The selected candidate shall execute a bond on a non-judicial stamp paper before a notary- 
public with two surety who will execute surety bonds for the actual amount to be spent by the 
Government of Rajasthan on the candidate. The surety bonds shall specify and cover for the 
estimated expenditure in Indian Rupees that would be incurred as travel expenses, tuition 
fees, maintenance and contingency allowances,Scholarship, and other miscellaneous costs, 
on the awardee during the entire period of study abroad and shall become payable by the 
surety jointly or/and severally in case the awardee is declared a defaulter by the 
Government of Rajasthan under the provisions of the Scheme.  

II. The candidate/awardee shall not seek an extension of stay abroad beyond the 
duration for which the Scholarship is awarded.  

III. The candidate shall not change the course of study or research or the institution for 
which Scholarship has been sanctioned except with prior written approval of the 
Government of Rajasthan. 

IV.  The candidates may need to execute the bonds as prescribed by the Government as it 
may be decided from time to time. 

V. A table of 50 universities, as per World Ranking for 2020 -21, is attached as annexure-
I. The applicants should choose the university/institution out of these 50 
universities/institutions only to apply for this fellowship. 

VI. The candidates are required to make their efforts in seeking admission in 
accredited Universities/ institutions in programs/fields specified in the Scheme. 

VII.  Expenses and logistics covered by the award would be strictly limited 
to the candidate. 

VIII.  In an emergency, the awardee is permitted to return to India for a specific purpose in 
connection with the crisis after duly informing the awardee's institution of study. The 
Government of Rajasthan will not pay the journey expenses. They shall also not be 
entitled to receive maintenance allowance under the Scheme for the period of being 
away from the place of their educational institution abroad. The awardee shall return 
to the position of their educational institution as early as possible; failing which, they 
shall be liable to be declared a defaulter and will initiate the recovery proceedings 
them. 

IX.  It will be for the candidate to obtain the appropriate visa for a country where they 
intend to study further under the Scheme. The Government of Rajasthan will render 
no assistance to a candidate for obtaining the visa. 

X. Selected candidates shall furnish all such documents and enter into such agreements 
before their departure as the Government of Rajasthan will be decided from time to 
time.  

XI.  In case the awardee has received overpayment through any other Government 
agency, they shall refund the same to the Government of Rajasthan. 

XII.   The decisions of the Government of Rajasthan shall be final in all such issues, as may 
come up with time. 

XIII.  If an awardee pursuing Ph.D. or Post-Doctoral research in a university/ institution 
where they are initially registered with, finds themself in a severe situation where 
their guide has left, and there are no immediate replacements thereof or that the 
university/ institution has discontinued the research support facilities in the area 
where the awardee was pursuing Ph.D./Post-Doctoral research; The Government of 
Rajasthan is authorized in such cases to allow the awardee to change 
theuniversity/institutions, after Government of Rajasthan is satisfied with such a 
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need, subject, however, to the condition that the credits earned by the awardee in  the 
initial university/ institution are accepted for transfer by the second university/ 
institution and that the total period of the award shall remain unchanged even on 
such a transfer/change, which may be permitted only once during the award. 

 

XIV.     In case the awardee is unable to complete the course successfully and that if the head 
of the department of the candidate certifies that the candidate has not been found 
wanting in their commitment/dedication/attention to studies, then the  
Government of Rajasthan shall have the right to exempt them from the penalty clause 
of Defaulter under the Scheme. The  Government of Rajasthan, in such cases, shall 
provide the return air passage to  India /Rajasthan shortest route and economy 
class. 
 

XV.  If the awardee remains in the foreign country for more than one month after 
completing the course and then returns to India/Rajasthan at their own cost, they shall 
not be entitled to a refund of return passage.  
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General Instructions for students/awardees under the Rajiv Gandhi 
scholarship for Academic Excellence (RGS) 

 
(I) The department of Higher Education will create a unique portal/database for this 

Scheme. The awardee would be required to share various assessements which are 
part of curriculum along with copies of reports/dissertations        submitted to the 
educational institution.  
 

(II) The candidates are required to make their efforts in seeking admission to 
accredited universities/Institutions abroad. 
 

(III) The candidate will have to execute a bond with the Government of Rajasthan inthe 
manner prescribed to ensure that they will complete the course and within the 
guidelines of the Scheme. In case the canditate drops out without any justification, 
he shall refund the entire scholarship amount received in the manner prescribed by 
the Government of Rajasthan. The bond form is attached as annexure-IV 

(IV) The decisions of the Government of Rajasthan will be final in all such issues, as 
may come up over time. 

(V) The candidates are expected to participate in the ideation regarding development 
initiatives of the Government of Rajasthan as part of this fellowship. They are 
expected to play a role to strengthen the connection and contribute to the policy 
decisions.

The candidates shall, after assessing their eligibility and 
suitability, as per conditions of the Scheme, apply to this Ministry/Department online 
within the last date of applying for the same. Candidates will have to furnish their e-mail 
id, Aadhaar Number, and mobile number in the application form. 
 
(3) SELECTION PROCEDURE 

 
All applications will be received on a unique RGS Portal/Websiteby Govt. of Rajasthan, 
andafter that, applicants shall be selected through the portal. If more than 200 applications 
are received within the stipulated time, the Scholarship will be awarded through a lottery 
system governed by RGS Portal.

AND WHEREAS, the Indemnifier herein has been selected for Rajiv Gandhi Scholarship 
for Academic Excellence (RGS) 2021-22 awarded by the Indemnified. 
AND WHEREAS, the Indemnifier has been required to execute a bond in favor of the 
Indemnified, Indemnifying the Government of Rajasthan from any loss caused to the 
Government due to violation of any of the terms of assistance by the Indemnifier or due to 
their failure to complete the course. 
NOW, THIS DEED WITNESSES AS FOLLOWS: - 
(1) I, hereby, declare that I am not employed anywhere at present and not taking any financial 

benefits from any source. I also declare that no other member of my family has applied for 
this scholarship. 

(2) The Indemnifier agrees and undertakes to pay to the Indemnified the scholarship amount 
received by him with interest at the 12% from the date of disbursement of Scholarship 
amount in case he violates any of the terms of assistance or fails to complete the course 
successfully to which the Scholarship is sanctioned without any proper justification. 

(3) The department of Higher education will give Financial assistance to a maximum of the 
course duration as mentioned in point 3 of the Scheme. 

(4) The Indemnifier is permitted to supplement their prescribed allowances by 
undertaking Research/Teaching Assistantships up to 2,00,000 Rupees(Approx 2500 
dollars US) beyond the above-mentioned specified ceiling; their annual maintenance 
allowance under the Scholarship will be correspondingly reduced. 

(5) On the expiry of the specified period, i.e., as mentioned in point 3 of the Scheme 
from the date of joining the course, the award will automatically be canceled. No 
request for extension of time for availing scholarship award is permissible. The 
Indemnifier is liable to complete the course successfully.  

(6) The Indemnifier shall not have the right to change the course of study for which 
Scholarship has been sanctioned. 

(7) The Indemnifier and Sureties further agree that in case they violate any of the terms 
of RGS, the entire amount of Scholarship received shall forthwith be paid by the 
Indemnified  within180 days from the receipt of demand notice issued by the 
Indemnified.  Such costs, including the interest rate and all costs including legal cost 
and all other incidental charges and expenses that shall occur in the said process, 
shall have to be borne by the Indemnifier. 

(8) The Indemnifier and Sureties further agree that in case they fail to remit the entire 
scholarship amount within 180 days of receipt of demand notice, the said amount 
shall be recovered with interest at the rate of 12 % per annum by the Government
